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Gitega: the President of the Republic receives in audience va-

T he President of the Republic His 
Excellency Evariste Ndayishi-

miye granted, on July 27, 2020, at the 
Presidential Palace of Gitega, an au-
dience to the former Heads of the Bu-
rundian State including President Syl-
vestre Ntibantunganya and President 
Domitien Ndayizeye. 
 
The Burundian Head of State also re-
ceived in audience, behind closed 
doors, the Bishops of the Anglican 
Church of Burundi as well as the Am-
bassadors of France, Germany and the 
European Union accredited to Burundi. 
According to the Spokesperson of the 
Head of State, Mr. Jean Claude Ka-
rerwa, these Bishops had expressed 
the wish to pay a courtesy visit to the 
Head of State to reiterate their congra-
tulations to him following the confi-
dence that the Burundian people pla-
ced in him to rule the country. 
Mr. Jean Claude Karerwa said that 
these Bishops also congratulated him 
on the establishment of a responsible 
and hard-working Government. They 
pledged their commitment to support 

the Head of State in carrying out his 
Government's programs. Their support 
will be channeled in the areas of wo-
men's empowerment, environmental 
protection, the promotion and protec-
tion of human rights and those of the 
child. 
In addition, Mr. Jean Claude Karerwa 
indicated that the Anglican Bishops 
have promised to sensitize their fol-
lowers to actively contribute to the sus-
tainable development of the country. 
Regarding the audiences granted to 
the above-mentioned Diplomats, Mr. 
Jean Claude Karerwa said that they 
asked for the restoration of good rela-
tions between Burundi and their res-
pective countries. "They asked that 
their countries and Burundi engage in 
a frank political dialogue, with a view to 
renewing the relations of cooperation 

between these three countries", explai-
ned further the Spokesman of the Pre-
sident of the Republic. 
 
In reaction to their grievances, the Pre-
sident of the Republic received their 
messages favorably, while specifying 
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that he informed them that Burundi favors relations of 
mutual understanding, of win-win cooperation, of 
cooperation which respects International Conventions 
and Treaties. Mr. Jean Claude Karerwa said that the 
French Republic has invited the Burundian Head of 
State to take part in the France-Africa Summit which 

may be held in 2021 in Paris. As for the European Union, 
he has been invited it to participate in the European 
Union-African Union Summit, scheduled for October 

2020.

It is in this context that the Heads of Burundi's Diplo-

matic Missions abroad are increasing, actions in the 

direction of stimulating investors to come to Burundi to 

contribute to development and restore the country's 

image. 

With this in mind, the Ambassador of Burundi to Paris 

His Excellency Ernest NIYOKINDI met with the Mayor 

of Terres de Bord Mr. Patrice Philippe during his brief 

visit to Normandy. The two personalities exchanged 

views on cooperation issues, including the twinning of 

a Burundian school and that of the commune of Terres 

de Bord. They also raised the possibility of economic 

exchanges between Burundi and the Eure department. 

The Mayor promised the Ambassador that he would 

soon formally invite him to deepen these discussions. 

In the Netherlands, Burundi's Ambassador to The Hague 

His Excellency Gamaliel NKURUNZIZA has begun con-

tacts with Dutch investors. In these contacts, he introdu-

ced them to the business opportunities that Burundi of-

fers. He encouraged them to come and invest in the coun-

try. 

In Italy, the Ambassador of Burundi in Rome Her Excel-

lency Esperance NDAYIZEYE carried out a working Mis-

sion to northern Italy in the province of Sondrio. She met 

with the President of Commerce, the President of the 

Union of Industries, the Union of Craftsmen and the Presi-

dent of the People's Bank of Sondrio. They exchanged on 

investment opportunities in Burundi. 
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Businessmen in this province have expressed a de-

sire to come and invest in Burundi. These ex-

changes will be explained into a virtual meeting to 

be held soon as part of moving towards cooperation. 

It should be noted that during his meeting with the 

Mayor of Sondrio and the Governor, the Ambassa-

dor of Burundi in Rome was accompanied by the 

Representative of the Burundian Diaspora in Italy. 

In the same context, the Ambassador of Burundi in 

Rome took the opportunity to visit a cooperative for 

the processing and conservation of tomatoes and 

fruits, a modern agro-pastoral and tourist complex 

Mantello. 

At his inauguration, the President of the Republic also 

urged the Burundian Diaspora to participate in Burun-

di's influence and to contribute to the realization of 

economic development projects.

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The Minister of Foreign Affairs and Development Cooperation announces the diplomatic 

emergencies of his Ministry  

D uring an interview on July 27 granted to the 

"Sputnik" press agency, the Minister of For-

eign Affairs and Development Cooperation His Excel-

lency Albert SHINGIRO spoke about the diplomatic 

emergencies that are awaiting for him in his news 

functions by saying that the Ministry in charge of For-

eign Affairs will be particularly concerned with improv-

ing the image of Burundi through relations based on 

mutual respect, good neighborhood, complementari-

ty, strengthening of understanding between the Bu-

rundi and the other countries and between Burundi 

and various organizations in order to maximize the 

results of the Ministry's initiatives in Economic Devel-

opment Cooperation. 

 

The Minister of Foreign Affairs and Development Co-

operation continued by saying that economic diplo-

macy should be at the center of the activities of the 

Ministry with particular emphasis on the promotion of 

foreign investments and commercial exchanges, the 

transfer of technologies and the strengthening of part-

nership mutually beneficial within technical and finan-

cial partners of Burundi through investment projects 

aligned with the priorities of the 2018-2028 Burundi 

National Development Plan. The National ownership 

will be one of the guiding principles that will guide this 

partnership. 

The Minister of Foreign Affairs and Development Co-

operation added that the Burundians will show the 

world that they have talents and that they have a role 

to play in multilateralism based on the rules of the 

game drawn up by the Charter of the United Nations 

and regional and international legal instruments to 

which Burundi has freely adhered. 

For the Minister, the good relations existing between 

Burundi and African countries or African organiza-

tions; the integration of Burundi into various regional 

and international organizations; solidarity with other 

countries and international organizations in the  pro-

ject  and the program of development of Burundi such 

as agriculture, health, education based on the needs 

at the work market, human capital, rational exploitation 

of natural resources, protection of environment will be 

strengthened. 

According to H.E Ambassador Albert SHINGIRO, the 

Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Development Coopera-

tion will build diplomatic relations based on mutual 

respect where some States do not substitute to the 

international community to oppress other States by 

imposing them unilateral coercive measures. There-

fore, the Minister hopes that the unilateral sanctions 

taken against Burundi will be cancelled. Otherwise, 

the Minister said that priority should be given to the 

dialogue and the mutually respectful cooperation in-

stead of the unilateral way. 

Regarding Burundians abroad, the Minister indicated 

that the Government of Burundi would like Burundians 

who are in foreign countries to be treated with dignity, 

just as the Government of Burundi itself wishes to 

guarantee pleasant living conditions for foreigners liv-

ing in Burundi. 

The Minister ended by saying that the Government will 

continue the policy of voluntary repatriation of refu-

gees and by reiterating the call from the Head of State 

to all Burundian refugees willing to return to their 

homeland to do so since the situation in the Burundi is 

calm, stable, and under control and also urging the 

Burundian diaspora to participate in the promotion of 

Burundi and to contribute to the practice of economic 

development projects within the framework of the Na-

tional Development Plan of Burundi of 2018-2028.

HIMIYE and the Prime Minister His Excellency Alain-

Guillaume BUNYONI for the confidence they have 

placed in his person, through his appointment. 

The Minister of Foreign Affairs and Development 

Cooperation then confided that he was fully com-

mitted to defending the interests and sovereignty of 

Burundi as he always did when he was Ambassador 

Permanent Representative of Burundi to the United 

Nations, in New York. . 

Thus, as Minister of Foreign Affairs and Development 

Cooperation, His Excellency Albert SHINGIRO ex-

pressed the wish to do more by broadening the scope 

of bilateral and multilateral relations and cooperation. 

He recognized the heavy responsibilities, but said that 

he was happy with the evolution of his diplomatic ca-

reer and confident to continue to assume the responsi-

bilities of leader so that his appointment at the head of 

the Burundian diplomacy appears legitimate both to 

the eyes of the hierarchy and the staff of the institu-

tion, but also to the eyes of Burundian people.

The Minister of Foreign Affairs and Development Cooperation speaks about diplomatic 

relations between Burundi and its various partners 

I n an exclusive interview in Sputnik, the Mi-

nister of Foreign Affairs and Development 

Cooperation, Ambassador Albert SHINGIRO 

denied what is often mentioned in the media by 

Burundi's desire to distance itself from the West. 

"That's not true at all." Said the Minister of Foreign Affairs 

and Development Cooperation.  

 

According to the Minister in charge of Foreign Affairs, the 

vision of the Government of Burundi is to show the coun-

try's openness to all countries and international organiza-

tions that are more interested in a rapprochement with Bu-

rundians, in order to forge and/or maintain complementary 

relations for global interest. The Government will work to 

achieve the results of this objective. His Excellency Albert 

SHINGIRO goes on to say that the West is also a long-

standing partner of Burundi despite some concerns that 

have been observed between 2015 and 2020 with some 

countries in this region. According to the Minister of 

Foreign Affairs and Development Cooperation, the time 

The Minister of Foreign Affairs and Development Cooperation, determined to defend the 

interests and sovereignty of Burundi 
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has come to normalize relations with his countries, 

but everything will be done through mutually benefi-

cial and respectful cooperation based on the principle 

of sovereign equality of the Member States of the 

United Nations.  

In the case of strengthening relations with the Euro-

pean Union and in particular with France, the Minister 

of Foreign Affairs and Development Cooperation 

points out that the Government of Burundi expects 

the revision of the Cotonou Agreement which was 

signed on 23 June 2000 and the total lifting of unilate-

ral sanctions that were imposed against Burundi in a 

hurry in 2015. The 20-year Agreement, revised every 

five years, has expired and is expected to be revised 

in February this year. Today, there are transitional 

measures put in place by the Ambassadors of these 

countries concerned with the authorization of their 

respective Ministers in charge of Foreign Affairs. 

Transitional measures to implement the Cotonou 

Agreement envisage its expiration in December 2020. 

However, the sanctions against Burundi were re-

jected by the Government of Burundi and other actors 

in the international community who even called for 

the immediate lifting of the sanctions (The East Afri-

can Community, the African Union, the 9th Meeting of 

Heads of State and Government of African, Caribbean 

and Pacific countries held in Nairobi from 9 to 10 

December 2019). With regard to relations of friendship 

and cooperation with France, the Government of Bu-

rundi obviously intends to strengthen relations with 

that country based on mutual respect between the two 

countries. 

Regarding diplomatic priorities with the neighbouring 

country in the East African region, the Minister in 

charge of Foreign Affairs said that the Government of 

Burundi will continue to strengthen Burundi's integra-

tion into regional and continental organizations. Thus 

the President of the Republic said at his inauguration, 

inter-African relations should improve and move to-

wards the free movement of people and goods. Simi-

larly, roads and air bridges should be further deve-

loped to facilitate the integration of the African conti-

nent. The Government will also attach great impor-

tance to the respect by all of the regional legal instru-

ments for peace, security and development, as well as 

for the non-aggression and promotion of good-

neighbourly relations in the region.

Mr. André NKESHIMANA, President of the Non-Profit Organiza-

tion IZERE-HOLLANDE, is a Burundian who lives in Holland 

since 1997. Mr. André NKESHIMANA reported that the Organi-

zation was founded in 1997 and it includes Burundians as well 

as friends from Burundi residing in the Netherlands. He then 

informed the Director-General in charge of the Diaspora that 

this Organization is coming to the fore in the implementation of 

the National Development Plan of the Republic of Burundi, with 

the main objectives of helping compatriots both inside and out-

side Burundi and supporting the various efforts to rebuild Burun-

di.  

The Non-Governmental Organization IZERE-HOLLANDE is 

multifunctional. To its credit, the Organization has accomplished 

several achievements, particularly in the field of social in-

vestment through MURYANGO Brickyard, MURYANGO Ba-

kery, Trades Apprenticeships, Rural Cooperative, Surgical Ope-

rations, Sport, etc. The President of the Non-Governmental Or-

ganization IZERE-HOLLANDE reported that he thought about 

these projects above, as part of the increase in employment for 
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The Minister in charge of the Media raids various departments within her jurisdiction 

young people in different provinces and for this, many 

young people have already had training in the pro-

vinces of Ngozi, Gitega, Makamba, Karusi and Bu-

jumbura Town Hall. 

Regarding the manufacture of compressed brick 

using a Dutch mobile machine to promote develop-

ment, the President of the Organization said that as 

part of contributing to Burundi's economic reconstruc-

tion efforts and promoting job creation by diversifying 

income resources and thus contributing to self-

development, the Organization IZERE-HOLLANDE 

has made available to the public , businesses, the 

territorial administration and the Burundian popula-

tion, a modern machine for making bricks from the 

mixture of cement, sand and earth, a mobile machine 

that can be moved to any place where anyone in 

need can use it. He also reported that, using these 

bricks, the NGO IZERE-HOLLANDE has already built 

public toilets in Gitega. 

The President of the Non-Governmental Organization 

IZERE-HOLLANDE then explained what relates to 

the surgical operations. He reported that as part of 

helping the most vulnerable people, two thousand 

people have been operated on tumors, physical mal-

formations, physical deformities such as hare beaks, 

hermaphrodites, etc. This was done with the aim of 

training Burundians to collaborate with Dutch doctors. 

He went on to stress that this NGO works with the 

Administrators. Cooperatives are superintended by 

local natives, with respect for gender. He also stres-

sed that the NGO will soon build a trades school pro-

mised to the Government in Muzinda, Bubanza pro-

vince. 

The President of the Non-Governmental Organization 

IZERE-HOLLANDE also reported that this NGO men-

tors young people in the teachings of trades such as 

sewing, computer science, sports coaching and distri-

bution of balloons, trunks etc. for the purpose of self-

development and social cohesion.   

Mr. André NKESHIMANA announced that in order to 

train Burundian fishermen to properly conserve fish 

caught, the association has the necessary instruments 

for fishing. 

Finally, he said that the association also trains young 

people on how to make breads. He also stressed that 

IZERE-HOLLANDE is working with the Dutch to men-

tor young Burundians in order to combat unemploy-

ment.  

In turn, the Director General of Diaspora and Non-

Governmental Organizations (NGOs) and Foreign 

Non-Profit Organizations (ASBL) at Ministry of Foreign 

Affairs and Development Cooperation encouraged this 

NGO of the Burundian Diaspora in Holland. He also 

invited all members of the Burundian Diaspora abroad

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T he Burundian Revenue Autority (OBR) seized 
on Sunday night, July 26, 2020, goods consis-

ting of 25 cartons of whisky and wine, 630 loincloths 
and packaging. This seizure took place in a plot lo-
cated on the shores of Lake Tanganyika in the rural 
Kibenga district. 
The warden of the plot, although he has not admitted 
to collaborating with the fraudsters, told OBR authori-

ties that goods have been passing through this place 
once a week since May. 
The Commissioner General of OBR Mr. Audace 
Niyonzima asked the population to denounce the 
fraudsters because they cause a huge loss in the pu-
blic treasury. 
Mr. Audace Niyonzima calls on the population es-
pecially those who live on the shores of Lake Tanga-
nyika to remain vigilant and to contribute to the fight 
against this fraud. He also calls on local Administra-
tors, the Defense and Security Corps, and national 
intelligence services to continue to fight against fraud. 

The OBR Commissioner General reminds the popula-

tion that anyone who denounces a case of fraud is 

entitled to 10% of the value of the goods seized.

education of the population through broadcasts and 
the newspaper. 
 
Regarding the challenges that haunt the RTNB, Mi-

nister Marie Chantal urged everyone to lend a hand in 
order to find lasting solutions because "all together we 
are able", she testified. 
 
She also invited media professionals and RTNB jour-
nalists in particular to be pioneers in the fight and pre-
vention of Covid19 in line with the message of the 
Head of State His Excellency Evariste Ndayishimiye, 
“Ndakira, Sinandura kandi Sinandukiza ”. 
 
After the raid on RTNB, the Minister of Communica-
tion, Information Technology and Media visited the 
Burundian Press Agency. Among the complaints ad-
dressed to Minister Marie Chantal Nijimbere are the 
insufficiency of financial resources, the problem of 
cartage and the absence of the Administrative and 
Financial Director at the Burundian Press Agency be-
cause, he said, the subsidies from the state are limited 
only on the salary payment of employees of this agen-
cy. 
 

Taking the floor, the Minister in charge of Communica-

tion encouraged them to combine their efforts by infor-

ming and educating the population, especially since 

the correspondents of this agency are found in all the 

provinces of Burundi.
